RULES OF COMPETITIONS ON HIGH-SPEED “ATEMI-SIVARE”


MARTIAL ARTS OLYMPICS

“East-west open”
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Clause 1. A platform for carrying out of competitions

1.1. 
 The platform for carrying out of competitions should be equal, flat and safe.

1.2. 
 The platform should be in the form of a square with the parties of 8 meters with addition of 2 meters from different directions for creation of a safety zone (see the Appendix 1).

Clause 2. The official form of clothes

2.1. Participants of competitions and their trainers should be dressed in the official form described in this clause.

2.2. The judiciary board has the right to discharge of competitions any official or the participant who is not carrying out the requirement of item 1 of given clause.

2.3. A uniform for members of a judicial brigade:

- a white shirt,

- a tie,

- black trousers,

- black socks,

- black shoes without cords, on a soft sole.

2.4. The participant should be dressed in the sports uniform accepted in the organization which it represents.

2.5. The participant should have a tidy appearance, short nails and should not carry metal and other subjects which can serve as the reason for a trauma during work on a platform.

2.6. The trainer during all time of competitions should be dressed in a training suit and should carry an official identification sign.

Clause 3. The organization of competitions

3.1. 
 Competitions are spent on individual offset.

3.2. 
 Competitions are spent in 2 age groups:

- youthful group (13-17 years inclusive),

- adult group (18 years and older).

3.3. 
 All participants of competitions should be declared according to the rules established by Organizers of Martial Arts Olympics "East-West Open".

3.4. 
 The number of participants from one organization is not limited.

3.5. 
 Replacement of one participant with another is not supposed.

3.6. 
 The order of participation in competitions is defined by a toss-up.

3.7. 
 The participant who has not was on a platform for competitions, within one minute after the corresponding announcement, is disqualified.

Clause 4. Structure of a judicial brigade

4.1. 
 Structure of a judicial brigade of competitions: the referee, 2 judges, the arbitrator, the timekeeper, the controller of the report.

4.2. 
 The judicial brigade settles down on a platform in conformity with the scheme resulted in the Appendix 1.

Clause 5. Rules of work on a platform

5.1. 
 Actions of the participant.

By the invitation of the controller of the report the participant leaves on a platform, borrows an initial position and on readiness the signal of the referee a raising upwards the right hand submits. On a command of the referee «HADGIME» (start) the participant breaks the boards established at stands. After this the participant should return on an initial position and show the signal about the termination of performance - a raising upwards the right hand submits. The referee gives a command «YAME» (stop). After that the participant leaves a platform.

5.2. 
 Actions of the referee.

The referee checks readiness of the participant before the beginning of its work on a platform. After the participant borrows an initial position on a platform and the signal about readiness submits, the referee loudly and distinctly orders «HADGIME». After returning of the participant on an initial position and submission of a signal about end of work the referee loudly and distinctly orders «YAME».

5.3. 
 Actions of the timekeeper.

The timekeeper includes a stop watch on a command of the referee « HADGIME», stops a stop watch on a command of the referee «YAME», loudly and distinctly declares the indication of a stop watch which is fixed by the controller of the report.

5.4. 
 Actions of the controller of the report.

The controller of the report loudly and distinctly declares a surname and a name of the participant in conformity with the report of competitions. Enters in the minutes the indication of the stop watch declared by the timekeeper, fixes remarks of the referee about broken of boards by the participant.

5.5. 
 Actions of judges.

Judges establish boards on stands before the beginning of work of each participant on a platform. During work of the participant inform the referee on results of actions of the participant: upwards the lifted right hand means, that the board is broken; combined by a cross in the bottom of a hand mean, that the board is not broken. 

5.6. 
 Actions of the arbitrator.

The arbitrator supervises observance of rules of work of participants and a judicial brigade on a platform, solves questions at issue.

Clause 6. An estimation of technical actions of the participant during the perfomance 

6.1. It is supposed any kind of the broken boards by the participant: in any sequence and any movement of hands and legs.

6.2. The quantity of the broken/not broken boards and the general operating time on a platform is estimated. For each not broken board 15 seconds of penal time to a final operating time on a platform are added. Results of work of the participant on a platform and an estimation of its technical actions are entered in the report of competitions (see the Appendix 2).

6.3. Maximal time for broken of boards by the participant is 60 seconds.

6.4. The winner of competitions is the participant who has broken all of a board for minimal time.

6.5. If applicants for prize-winning places have shown identical results for definition of the winner or the prize-winner repeated work on a platform in full conformity with the present Rules is offered to them.

Clause 7. The forbidden behaviour and punishments

7.1. Passivity and technical inactivity of the participant after a command of the referee «HADGIME» is not supposed.

7.2. Technical actions after a command of the referee «YAME» are forbidden all.

7.3. For an inattention to commands of the referee and insignificant infringements of rules the prevention is applied.

7.4. The rough, incorrect behaviour of participants, trainers and other officials is not supposed.

7.5. Any rough, incorrect behaviour of a member of official delegation can entail disqualification and removal from competitions of the participant.

Clause 8. Traumas and accidents on a platform

8.1. In case of reception of a trauma by the participant of the referee should stop work of the participant on a platform and call a doctor, if the participant requires rendering medical aid.

8.2. The timekeeper stops readout of time on a command of the referee.

8.3. The doctor should diagnose, render first aid and define capacity of the participant.

8.4. If the participant is ready to continue participation in competitions it comes back to a platform and takes of a position where it was during the moment of a stop of time. On a command of the referee «HADGIME» the participant continues work on a platform, and the timekeeper continues readout of time.

8.5. If the participant is not ready to continue participation in competitions, in the report of competitions the result of its actions at the moment of a stop of time is fixed.

Clause 9. The official protest

9.1. The protest moves the head of the organization or the official representative in writing right after the moment of occurrence of the reason of the protest. Exception is the protest, concerning organizational failure on which the senior judge of competitions should be informed at once.

9.2. The protest should include names of participants, names and posts of members of a judicial brigade and the detailed description of a subject of the protest. The general claims as the protest are not accepted. 

9.3. The party, submitting the protest, should make a payment established by Organizing committee of Martial Arts Olympics "East-West Open". The receipt on payment together with the protest should be submitted to the representative of the Appeal commission.

 9.4. The appeal commission is appointed Organizing committee Martial Arts Olympics "East-West Open". The appeal commission considers the circumstances, induced to submit the protest, makes the report and has the right to undertake necessary actions.

9.5. If the Appeal commission recognizes the protest competent corresponding actions are undertaken and measures in order to prevent recurrence of similar cases henceforth are undertaken. The paid payment comes back.

9.6. If the Appeal commission recognizes the protest unauthorized it deviates, and the paid payment does not come back.

Clause 10. Powers and duties

10.1. The Judicial committee in interaction with Organizing committee of Martial Arts Olympics "East-West Open" provides preparation of competitions concerning preparation of a platform for carrying out of competitions, granting and accommodation of all equipment and necessary means of service, the control and the general management of competitions, from the point of view of observance of rules and security measures.

10.2. The senior judge of competitions forms a judicial brigade of competitions and supervises its work, prepares for the report for Judicial committee on work of a judicial brigade during competitions.

10.3. The referee spends work on a platform, gives all commands, does all announcements, perceives and considers opinions of judges.

10.4. Help the referee on a platform, establish boards at stands, closely watch actions of the participant on a platform and signal the referee in following cases:

- when estimated technical action is lead,

- when the participant has fallen outside the limits a platform or has made forbidden action,

- when it is noticed, that the participant is injured or sick,

- in any other cases when it is necessary to draw attention of the referee.

10.5. The arbitrator helps the senior to the judge of competitions, observes of work on a platform and watches observance of Rules of competitions. In case of revealing infringements orders to the referee to stop work and to correct a mistake. Reports of competitions become official documents after their approval and signing by the arbitrator.

10.6. The controller of the report keeps the minutes competitions, watches work of the timekeeper. The signal a whistle submits in case the referee did not hear a signal about the termination of technical time or the order of the Arbitrator to stop work on a platform.

10.7. The trainer during work of the participant on a platform is behind its limits, leaves on a platform only on demand (sanction) of the referee. The trainer has not the right to make comments on action of a judicial brigade and the behaviour should not interfere with carrying out of competitions.
